Kuching City Tour Half Day 
In the morning depart from your city hotel and proceed for 3 hours Kuching City Tour, after tour return to your hotel.
Highlights of Kuching City Tour :

Sarawak Cultural Village - Half Day
The tour combines both experiences of culture and nature. Known as the “Living Museum” Sarawak Cultural Village offers an opportunity to admire the richly diverse multi-racial cultures of Sarawak as displayed and presented in the traditional homes of the various indigenous tribes in the village. See how local handicrafts are made. The tour concludes with the fascinating cultural performances at the air conditioned theatre.

Lemanak River Safari 2D/1N
Day 01 

In the morning depart from your hotel in the city and proceed for 2D/1N Lemanak River Safari, situated about 220km from Kuching. Along the way you will stop at Serian to visit a market, at a pepper farm and at the roadside where you can observe plenty of wild orchids and also pitcher plants. Another stop will be at Lachau, a small upcountry Chinese Village, where you stop for lunch. After lunch we proceed to Lubok Subong jetty to board a longboat and travel upriver to the Iban Longhouse. On arrival at the Longhouse, your guide will show you the longhouse, and later after dinner, the Iban will sound their gongs and perform their traditional war dance in full ceremonial regalia.

Overnight spent in the Longhouse with mattresses and mosquito nets (L/D)
Day 02 

After breakfast the Iban will give you a blowpipe presentation with their traditional weapon, the blowpipe. Now it is time to say goodbye to the Iban. After proceeding downriver by longboat your guide will bring you back to your hotel in Kuching with a Stopover for lunch. (B/L)

Batang Ai Longhouse Safari 3D/2N
Day 01
In the morning depart from your hotel in the city and proceed for 3D/2N Hilton Batang Ai Longhouse Tour. You will travel 275 km by road, with stops along the way at Serian to visit a market, at a pepper farm and at the roadside where you can observe plenty of wild orchids and also pitcher plants. Another stop will be at Lachau, a small upcountry Chinese Village, where you stop for lunch. After lunch, we proceed to the Batang Ai Lake, where you will take a ferry/boat across the lake to reach the Hilton Batang Ai Longhouse Resort. After checking in, the rest of the day is free at your own leisure. (L) 

Day 02 

After breakfast depart from the resort by longboat. On arrival at the longhouse, you will be taken for a tour around the longhouse, to meet the natives and their families. The Ibans will then sound their gongs and perform their traditional Iban War Dance. Native style lunch will served by the riverbank. Before back to the resort the Iban will give you a presentation with their ancient weapon, the blowpipe. The tour ends with another longboat ride across the lake and back to Batang Ai Hilton Longhouse Resort for overnight. (B/L)

Day 03 
After breakfast you depart from the resort by ferry/boat to the jetty and return to Kuching with a stopover for lunch. (B/L)

Semeggok Orang Utan Centre – Half Day
In the morning your guide will meet you and you will start your journey with a tour to Semenggok Orang Utan Rehabilitation Centre where you will have the chance to observe the Orang Utans coming out of the forest for the feeding time. Your guide will give you further details about these amazing animals. After this fascinating experience you will proceed back to Kuching by van.

Jong’s Crocodile Farm – Half Day
Located about 30 kms from Kuching on the Kuching-Serian Road, a 40 minutes drive will take you to the farm. Spend your time going through the through the lifecycle of the last member of the dinosaur family from more than 1000 crocodiles bred in captivity, housed in enclosures according to their ages. Also experience the fine collection of other animals kept at the farm including pheasants, peacocks, hornbills, monkeys, gibbons, pythons, deers, sun bears and monitor lizards. Before leaving watch the crocodile feeding.

Bako National Park Tour – Full Day

Trek along the trails to spot wildlife in its natural surroundings including the proboscis monkeys, the monitor lizards, bearded pigs, silver leaf monkeys and more than one hundred species of birds. The stunning tropical rainforest ranges from the mangrove swamp forest to kerangas (Health forest) to cliff and beach vegetations. You may end your trekking at a beautiful secluded swimming beach. Local lunch will be served in the Park's canteen. After lunch you will have your time to explore the wildlife and vegetation around the Parks Headquarter on your own or take a walk together with your guide along one of the other short trails around the Headquarter. Bako National Park 2D/1N
Day 01 
In the morning depart from your hotel in the city to commence 2D/1N Bako National Park Tour, a scenic drive this morning will bring you to Bako Fishing Village Jetty, where you will board a boat to Sarawak's most popular National Park. Trek along the trails to spot wildlife in its natural surroundings including the proboscis monkeys, the monitor lizards, bearded pigs, silver leaf of monkeys and more than one hundred species of birds. The stunning tropical rainforest ranges from the mangrove swamp forest to kerangas (Health forest) to cliff and beach vegetations. Local lunch and dinner will be served in the Park's canteen. Overnight at the lodge (L/D)
Day 02 
Breakfast at the park canteen. Opt for an early rise to wander around the park’s headquarters for bird watching or to see other wildlife such as monitor lizard, squirrels or tree shrew. You will be taken on another trail to explore the different vegetations before returning to Kuching. (B/L)

Bako National Park 3D/2N
Day 1 

A scenic drive this morning brings you to Bako Fishing village from where an exciting boat ride takes you to Sarawak’s most popular National Park. Trek along the trails to spot wildlife in its natural surroundings including the proboscis monkeys, the monitor lizards, bearded pigs, silver leaf monkeys and more than one hundred species of birds. The stunning tropical rainforest ranges from the mangrove swamp forest to kerangas (Heath forest) to cliff and beach vegetations. You may end your trekking at a beautiful secluded swimming beach. Lunch will be served in the Park’s Canteen. After lunch you will have your time to explore the wildlife and vegetation around the Parks Headquarter on your own or take a walk together with our guide along one of the other short trails around the Headquarter. Dinner will be served in the Park Canteen. Overnight at the lodge. (L/D) 

Day 2 (B/L/D)
Wake up and search together with our guide for wildlife in the early morning hours. Breakfast will be served in the Park Canteen. After breakfast you will have the opportunity to take a guided trek along the Lintang trail with a length of 5.25 km which takes about 3,5 hours return which is an excellent introduction of the wild plants of Sarawak with several vegetation types. Pitcher plants are found along the sandy paths on the plateau and a rest point on the trail provides an excellent view over the Mangrove forest and the sea. Lunch will be served at the Park Canteen. After lunch you will have your time to explore the wildlife and vegetation around the Parks Headquarter on your own or take a walk together with our guide along one of the other short trails around the Headquarter. Dinner will be served in the Park Canteen. Overnight at the Lodge.
Day 3 (B/L)
After breakfast you will have another chance to explore the shorter trails of the Park by yourself or together with our guide. Lunch will be served in the Park Canteen. After lunch, a boat will bring you back to the jetty of the Bako Fishing Village and return to Kuching by Van.

Gunung Gading National Park – Full Day
Gunung Gading is home to the world’s largest flower, the Rafflesia, which can grow up to one metre in diameter. In the morning depart from the hotel in the city to commence to Gunung Gading National Park.. After the registration you will proceed through the park, and hopefully along one of these thick jungle trails, there will be a Rafflesia hiding, biding you to get a closer look. Your guide/park guide will explain about the plant life at this park to you. Local lunch will be at Lundu Town. (L)

Bau Fairy & Wind Caves – Half Day

In the morning depart from your hotel to commerce Bau Fairy and Wind Caves Tour. To reach this cave, you will be driven past countryside of Sarawak for about 45 km to reach Bau town, a small town inhabited by the Bidayuhs, a tribe living in Sarawak. The Caves of Fairies is about 8 km from Bau Town, located on Mount Kapur. The entrance of the cave is about 36 meters above the base of the cliff. A concrete staircase of over 100 steps will lead you to entrance of the cave. The beautiful view that you can see, up from the entrance of the cave, of the valley below, with its forest and fields is a wonderful relief after the climb. From the entrance, a wooden staircase will lead you to the Chambers of the caves of Fairies. For the Bidayuh tribe who live in Bau today, the Chamber of this cave is believed to be the home of fairies, and also home to the people who turned to stone in the legendary Kapur village. However, to the Chinese people, who live in same town, they believe this cave to be the Home of their Gods and Goddes, You will see worships of two different religions in this cave: the pagan of fairy religion of native Bidayuhs, and the Chinese ancestral worship, burning of joss sticks and offerings The tour continues with a visit to the next cave, The Wind Cave. Staircase and plank walks lead to the main cave and two underground tunnels. A continuous breeze surge through the tunnels, giving the cave its name. Here, you can also sit and relax under the big Sun shades made of tropical hardwood, surrounded with forest and a river running alongside the cave. You may wish to take a cool dip in the river. Toilet and changing rooms are available for your convenience. After the tour, you will be transfered back to Kuching.
